Nevada Student Indemnification Claim


Student indemnification claims can be sent to CPE until 1 year after the closure of an institutions.  Claims can be submitted for any monies paid out of pocket on behalf of the student for tuition and fees (excluding federal financial aid).
Filing a claim does not guarantee the claimant a payment of surety.  Payment of claims will not occur until after the institution’s surety bonds have been collected and any related legal proceedings have been settled.  To be eligible, students must be in attendance at the time of closure with a current enrollment agreement in force and have evidence of payment.
